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DESCRIPTION OF THE FLAGSHIP

This Flagship Technical Support Project is targeted at Member States wishing to benefit from the social

and economic gains of enhanced integration, labour market participation and labour mobility for

Third Country Nationals (TCNs).

Building on and complementing the technical support offered under last year’s flagship project on the

“Integration of Third Country Nationals in EU Member States”, it will support Member States with carrying

out reforms and measures that foster the socio-economic integration of TCNs in the EU. It will also support

reforms and measures that foster their labour market inclusion while making the best use of their

competences and skills, and create opportunities for employers to recruit international talent to address

labour market gaps.

The flagship project offers ten work packages targeted at different areas and functions of national, regional

and local administrations to enable the design, development and implementation of effective and

sustainable reforms.

It will also

enable Member States to tap into international talent to fill labour market gaps and make the EU more

attractive to international talent.

These can be fully or partially combined as well as adjusted according to

the Member States’ needs.

RRF/RRP RELEVANCE

The Regulation establishing the Recovery and Resilience Facility (RRF) provides that recovery should be

achieved, and the resilience of the EU and its Member States enhanced, through the support for measures

that refer to the policy areas of European relevance structured around six pillars. These six pillars include,

inter alia, health, economic, social and institutional resilience, as well as social and territorial cohesion. The

proposed flagship project could complement reform efforts pursued by Member States within the context of

their individual Recovery and Resilience Plans (RRPs) in the aforementioned pillars,

as it will enable a better understanding and monitoring of relevant activities

around migrant integration and inclusion, and tapping into international talent

to meet labour markets gaps.
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
